1. Review and Passing of February Minutes:  1st Shelley, 2nd Margaret
2. Review Agenda:  Additions of Anti –Bullying Day, popcorn coupons, Family Photos, Hot lunch and Spirit Night. 
3. Principal Update –Kelly
· Fixed ravine in back of the school, this was completed over Spring Break as they wanted to pour gravel to make the fix more permanent. Kelly will be keeping an eye on it.
· Regarding the school water: the district has a facility for testing the water, with a cost of $200, Kelly is going to go ahead and get the water tested 
· School District Plan –takes place every year. Kelly needs at least 3 people there as signatures are required. Kelly would like to meet soon , this involves information gathering  and consultation. This year the aim is to create a power point presentation which would include student, parent and teacher input. This helps to focus where the school puts its time, money and focus. 
· Volunteers: Kirsty, Harjeet, Heidi and Shelley
· Kelly was looking into having her sister come in and do a “Mindful Talk”, however this will be postponed until a better time can be arranged. 
· Groove:  Program coming into the school next Tuesday for the whole day. All classes will get a chance to attend. This is offered through the district. More information can be found on their website, search “Groove Edgeucation” and click on the “Media” box for a video
· We also have a trainer coming into the school that will be meeting with all of the classes to discuss conflict resolution. 
4. Adults Only – postponed, will look at it next year. 
5. Movie Night: to be held April 23rd, movie will be Big Hero 6
6. Mindfulness talk for parents: discussed in Kelly’s update
7. [bookmark: _GoBack]Halloween Party –Heather:  Craft Fair will be Nov 8th this year providing more time between this and the Halloween Party.  The hall has been booked for Friday Oct 30, Heather just needs to confirm with them.  This is not meant to be a fundraiser, just a fun night. Options include providing pizza which would not require a food license as no food would be cooked on the premises. Suggestion to have pre-orders by the slice as well as whole pizzas that families could order. Jenn Robbins and Lindsay Walters have agreed to take on the Halloween Party. Both Heather and Marle will help.
· Vote: All in favour to have the Halloween Party
8. Popcorn Coupons –this will not be happening this year, but we can look at possibilities for next year. 
9. Family Photo – Kirsty: We have booked Peggy Wynne for the Spring. Tentative dates for the second week of May. Details to follow. A suggestion was made to look at booking a date for November for a Christmas mini shoot.
10. Anti-bullying Day –Marle: very disappointed in this year, no posters up around the school and no shirts sold at the school. Shirts were hard to find as stores sold out. Feels we need to do more as a school as this is an important topic and children did not seem to know what it was all about. Mentioned that we have Kindergarten students hurting each other on the playground so anti-bullying is a very important topic. Suggestion to have a contest that our students could submit entries for shirt designs,  it would cost $6 per shirt to have our own printed. 
Kelly: We as a PAC and school agreed not to sell shirts this year, as the timing was difficult with many other fundraisers and school events taking place. On Monday during the assembly a video was shown called “Boomerang of Kindness” and anti-bullying day was discussed. The staff have been focusing on positives vs ‘what not to do’ with the students. Suggestion that parents can attend the Monday assemblies to hear what is being discussed with the kids. 
11. Hot Lunch –Heidi: Testing mini-lunches, just doing wraps and booster juice to see how it goes. There was a very fast turn around on the first one but more time to order the next few months. Games Day was discussed, pizza was offered last year however it was challenging as we had just started our on-line orders. PAC ran out of pizza. This year there will be an option on-line for student orders as well as ‘concession’ where parents can pre-order their lunches. Suggestion made to offer whole pizzas as well so families could order one for their whole family instead of slices for each member. Krispy Crème discussed, and it was brought up that a fundraising account can be opened for the school making the donuts much more affordable. Booster Juice buckets were discussed as they are left after each delivery and Booster Juice does not want them back. Teachers to be asked if they want them, and if not/extras will be given to Biggest Little. 
12. Spirit Night – A Beer Garden has been suggested. Could be upstairs in the Hall but would need licensing, liability, etc. Could be a good money maker, however concerns were expressed about this being a family event and that it may not be appropriate. This will be re-visited at the next meeting.
