1. Grade 7: they have helped a lot through the year and would like to provide a thank you to them. Order pizzas, use the chips we have, get some pop and someone can add a sweet. To take place next Tuesday. 
2. Spirit Night update: Party perfect worked out very well, they manned it, so less volunteers. Cupcakes couldn’t happen as we couldn’t get the food permits with them. Ice cream, and ring pops worked out well. BBQ went well and not much food left over. Discussion to book the Hall again. Makes set up much easier, since we can start at 9 am. Grouse Gaming, clothing drive and Wizard of OZ needs to be adjusted/added. Might be helpful to have the expenses and the revenues laid out so we can see better where the profits are. 5. Principal Update: 
a. Expansion –Dana is meeting every two weeks with architects and designers. Start construction Spring 2018, but still needs final approval for money. Surrey capital projects team is trying to procure more money. Can’t show plans until it goes to tender. It will be a full year of construction. There will be fencing and corridors set up for safety. Walls with asbestos will be removed when school is not in session. Adding 8 classrooms, a multi purpose room and adding to the gym. Multi purpose room will have full kitchen and staff can use that until it is needed for teaching space.
