1) Craft Fair – There is one empty table due to a vendor withdrawing, may be filled by the Grade 7’s, may find another vendor.  Ticket sales through school are excellent, possibly because tickets went home before the Thanksgiving long weekend.  If they are sold out through the school there will be no need for a raffle table at the fair.  7’s are doing concession and the popcorn table.  Need more volunteers.
2) Halloween Dance – Still recruiting volunteers.  Announcement was made at this morning’s assembly.  Pizza order has been cut off on Hot Lunch site however there will be orders available at the dance.
3) Request for $$ - Mrs. Ibbotsen has requested $1575 for busses to take the K – 5’s to the VSO.  She was not involved in the teachers meeting regarding the monies requested for the Grouse trip (which has been approved) so she was not able to ask then.  She will still collect $7.50 per student.  Approved – Mrs. Ibbotsen could lose her spot on the wait list for the VSO and affect our school’s future opportunities if we pass this year. 
4) Jen and Colin -  They donate $2000/year to PAC.  Last year they paid for ipads for the LST.  This year PAC wants to give the monies to the school for sports equipment.  Jen and Colin agree to the use of the monies in this way.  Approved – Mr Mullen will be asked to submit an equipment request.  And left over monies will be redistributed to the school.
5) Principles Update – New principle ?? has been in attendance at Sullivan for four weeks and is impressed with our school community, PAC turnout, positive environment in the classrooms and cooperation of students and teachers both in the class and on the playground.
