AGENDA: 
1. Pancake Breakfast is next Friday the 25th Mirella is ready to go and seems good for volunteers. She will double check that grade sevens still want to help with the serving. 
2. Spirit night – discussion if we should ask Claudia and Keith about the train but worry about the safety aspect of kids jumping on and off. Harjeet seems to have enough activities without it. Idea of having Krispie Kreme in place of the cupcakes. Heather will check with Harjeet regarding that as well. There will be food trucks and Heidi will do concession inside with ring pops, samosas, freezies. Flyers will go into backpacks tomorrow regarding volunteers and division baskets.
3. AGM is next month, June 18th. Heather will put forms on the facebook page for nominations. Sindy may run for treasurer again but can’t commit to October. Trina & Amy willing to split secretary again. Heather and Marle are both stepping down. There must be a president, vice president, treasurer and secretary otherwise the PAC folds and all our money gets distributed to other PACs. 4. Ice cream sales – Marle would like to do June 8, 15 & 22nd afterschool to sell ice cream from the kitchen. Mr. Z can commit to those days so Marle will order supplies
5. Staff appreciation lunch is June 18th. Past potluck didn’t go well as there wasn’t enough food. Mirella and her mom catered it last year and it went better. There is $500 in the budget for catering. Trina will check if New York New York can cater it. Help will be needed to set up tables at 11. Sindy, Stacey, Mirella and Manj should be able to come in. Sindy will check for table clothes she may have and Trina will check with her mom if she can do flowers for the six tables.
6. Erin sent email to craft fair participants from last year to see if there was interest in returning. She has heard back from 15 of the 23 and 12 have said yes with 3 nos, but only six have paid. Stacey, Elaine and Amy will have a meet to try to see what needs to get done. Erin has started a spreadsheet to track response and who has paid.

7. Jesse Miller – about 40 people came and event was well received from parents and kids
8. Jump rope for heart raised $5500, one kindergartener raised $800 from her family. 
9. Track meet for kids with disabilities today and our kids that attended loved it
10. June 2nd event at playland with our kids that have EAs
11. New addition – everything is still the same. Potables will be moved to staff parking, parking moved to gravel, and some of gravel field will still be parking for extra teachers. They are still waiting for official funding but everyone is still working on the project to start in July. 
12. Art Starts, district gives $300 grant, most groups cost $800. PAC provided funds for two of them last year, Mr. Z will go ahead and book but PAC can’t approve the amount this year and will have to wait until next year. He can always cancel them if he has to.
